Day 1 – Johannesburg, South Africa – Southern Sun Airport Hotel  
On arrival in Johannesburg you will be met by your private guide and host Gavin Ford. 
Transfer to the Southern Sun Airport Hotel.  
 
Days 2 and 3 – Moremi Game Reserve, Botswana – Stanley’s Camp 
Botswana’s reputation as one of Africa’s premier wildlife countries is well known in eco-
tourism destinations. The Okavango Delta is unique as the only in-land fresh-water delta 
in the world. The Okavango Delta is formed by it’s river, swollen and fed by the rains in 
Angola flowing southwards into the Kalahari, creating an Eden oasis for wildlife! Flying 
over the lush, greenery of the waterways and lagoons carpeted with yellow and blue 
water lilies, travelers begin to appreciate the wonderful diversity and huge area that the 
delta covers. Travelers  will marvel at the herds of gray elephant drinking at the natural 
pans, herds of Red lechwe in the shallows, zebra and wildebeest on the plains and family 
groups of giraffe feeding along the edge of thorn trees and bushes….it is a gem in the 
Kalahari. This is surely one of Africa’s MOST exciting wildlife destinations to visit! 
 
The Moremi Game Reserve was created at the behest of Chief Moremi 3rd. and is unique 
in Africa, because of this. Chief’s Island is the core of the Moremi, and was a game 
protected area for over a hundred years, before it became a tourist destination.   
 
On the edge of the Moremi Game Reserve on a private concession is Stanley’s Camp, 
where the camp is hidden away around the edge of a large lagoon partially covered with 
sedges and plants. The cabins are well-spaced apart from each other, and beautifully 
appointed in a comfortable colonial style. 
 
The main attraction here is the morning walk with a trio of habituated elephants and their 
‘patriarch’, Doug Groves. Doug raised two of these adults, and adopted the third ten years 
ago. A unique and memorable morning is spent walking through the woodlands with 
these three animals learning about elephants and interacting directly with them directly 
under the watchful and careful eyes of Doug. It is a unique and totally different way of 
learning about elephants and to end the morning a picnic lunch is enjoyed under the 
jackalberry trees with the elephants in the background. 
 
Apart from the elephant activity, walks and game drives take guests into the bushlands 
where lion and great herds of buffalo and giraffe dominate the day’s safari.

Day 4 to 6 Okavango Delta, Botswana – Little Vumbura  
In a very different part of the Delta, Little Vumbura shows travelers another ‘face’ of this 
amazing wetland wonderland. 
Located up along the north-eastern side of the Delta, on a massive private concession this 
wonderful stylish and exciting camp gives guests the most memorable time. Right in the 
heart of game country, with a variety of habitats as well, there is a chance that guests will 
see most of the species normally found in the area, plus a few extra ones like sable 
antelope! 
Accommodation is in luxury bush pavilions sited discretely around the periphery of the 
wetland, and linked only by a raised wooden walkway. The roomy cabins are of wood 
and give guests an incredible feeling of space and freedom without compromising safety 
or comfort. This is truly an outstanding destination.  
 
 Wildlife wanders freely through the camp at night creating great anticipation when 
guests are in their cabins late at night. The game to be seen here offers a wide spectrum of 
the large and the hairy, and the large lion prides here are a priviledge to find and watch. 
Cubs gambol, and the big males prefer to lie a short distance away from the family, in 
undisturbed peace…..showing huge canines and growls when disturbed by playful cubs. 
Game drives, boat trips and makoro’s experience are the activities on offer here. The 
game drives are conducted in open-sided customized vehicles giving guests the best 
experience to view game over the huge area that is used. The mix of water and land-based 
activities give Little Vumbura a great experience.

Day 7 and 8 Savuti, Botswana - Savuti Camp 
Far in the northern Linyanti woodlands, a very different experience awaits the lucky 
traveler. 
Savuti Camp is a wilderness area destination, far from the crowds and along the northern 
borders of this sandy, thorn-tree country. This is the northern most reach of the Linyanti 
river system, which in most years has been a barren, grassy gully. Two years ago, the 
water from the main river 17km’s away reached this and flowed down it creating a 
lifeline for the wildlife that has learnt to live in this harsh and forbidding zone. The result 
is a wildlife experience with a difference, and game drives are never sure what they will 
find!  
 
 

 
 



The camp is located overlooking this reticent river and therefore guests have a ‘front’ seat 
of the wildlife that moves around and uses it..  
Each customized tent is sited with comfort and privacy in mind. Furnished for practical 
and aesthetic comforts, these tents have all the facilities of a Classic Camp, an amazing 
achievement in itself! 
  
Activities here range from game drives in open-sided vehicles to walks and even some 
water-borne craft too, water levels permitting. Herds of buffalo, giraffe, elephant, zebra 
and even rare roan and sable antelope emerge during the hot dry month’s to drink here 
The predators here have a reputation for providing some of the most exciting game-
viewing in the whole of southern Africa…including lion, leopard, Painted dogs and of 
course hyena and cheetah too. 
This is a very exciting camp to be part of, even for a short while! 
Meals Included: BLD 
 
 
Day 9 – Chobe National Park, Botswana – Chobe Chilwero 
This is a luxury lodge, overlooking the Chobe river from high up on the plateau that runs 
east-west along Botswana’s northern border. The lodge is the most luxurious destination 
in the area and borders on the national Park, so elephant, sable and buffalo often graze 
within easy view of the lodge. 
The individual lodges are placed overlooking the wide lawns and bushveld, towards the 
Chobe river. Air-conditioned, with en suite bathrooms and an outside shower too, these 
roomy accommodations have been awarded several prizes for excellence by Conde Naste 
and other travel groups. 
There is also a fully equipped health spa, the only one in Botswana, at this lodge with 
several charming, well trained therapists to administer a variety of treatments. 
 
The afternoon river cruises are the highlight of this destination with herds of hippo and 
other game easily accessible to viewers on the boats. This is a wonderful experience!

Day 10 and 11- Victoria Falls – Victoria Falls Hotel 
The Victoria Falls is one of the regions’ iconic destinations and certainly one that cannot 
be missed. Visitors enjoy a sense of wild Africa at Victoria Falls but nothing can prepare 
you for the drama, excitement and sheer blockbuster energy of the world’s largest curtain 
of falling water.  
It has many faces and of course activities on offer to the adventurous and brave. 
Helicopter flights over the Falls, rafting the Zambezi, bungee jumping and kayaking the 
upper river are just a few that are available.  There is also one of the finest open markets 
for curio shopping in Southern Africa as well.   
 
Victoria Falls Hotel, which enjoyed its centenary in 2004. It is one of the 20 most famous 
Hotels in the world and will give you a fascinating insight into colonial life in Africa.
